g THE USE OF MASKS

Current international guidelines recommend

the use of masks to reduce the risk of COVID-19.
Thus the Ministry of Health recommends the following:

Members of the public should wear masks once they go out in public

Persons must also follow all the other personal protection guidelines.
* Stay at home
Wash your hands properly with soap and water or use an alcohol-based hand sanitizer
Cover your coughs
Avoid touching your face
Avoid close contact with paople who are ll
Sanitize surfaces that are touched often
Practice social distancing

The use of a mask alone will not reduce the risk of getting COVID-19

Cloth masks (including homemade masks) are recommended for use by the general public.
Surgical masks and N95 masks should be left for healthcare workars

It is highly recommended in areas of high foot traffic
v(e.g. supermarkets, pharmacies, hardware stores, banks)

Persons must follow the recommended guidelines for the use of masks

The usa of masks at home is recommended for every member of the household if:
* a family member believes that they have been exposed to COVID-19

* someone in the home has COVID-19 symptoms
